For the third quarter of the 2022 financial year, Adelaide Airport Limited (AAL) saw overall passenger traffic increase by 26.6% compared to the prior corresponding period. Against pre-COVID levels, passenger traffic recovered to over 50%, with passengers recovering to 66% of pre-COVID levels for the month of March and building further into April.
Over 1 million passengers travelled domestically for the quarter, for a growth of 23.6% against the heavily COVID impacted March 2021 quarter. Against pre-COVID levels, domestic traffic recovered to almost 60% due to the removal of travel requirements and steady return of domestic travel confidence throughout the quarter. The encouraging return of demand had also seen the return of capacity deployed by all the domestic carriers, including the commencement of QantasLink’s new direct Adelaide-Newcastle services at the end of March. 
International traffic of over 35,000 passengers was more than 3.5 times the prior corresponding period volumes due to the removal of South Australia’s international quarantine requirements and Australia’s reopening to all eligible vaccinated travellers during the quarter. International passengers were limited to 13% pre-COVID levels in the quarter but international travel commenced accelerating through March and into April 2022 as global travel restrictions lifted.
